IÕVE ALWAYS WANTED TO ASKÉ  

What is Jacoby 2NT? 

Jacoby 2NT is a conventional response to an 
opening bid of 1!  or 1"  which shows a forcing 
raise of the major suit.  Responder needs 13 or 
more high card points plus 4 of partnerÕs suit. 

Over the 2NT response, opener must describe his 
hand as follows: 

3 of a new suit shows a singleton or void in that 
suit 

3 of agreed major shows 17 to 18 points  

3NT shows 15 or 16 points 

4 of agreed major shows a bare minimum opening 
bid 

Responder can now make a decision based on the 
information given to him by his partner and his 
own hand whether to go further.
