unless your right-hand oppone@t asks for
one (Yourleft-hand opponent may not
ask untl his turn to bid.)

If you offer an unsolicited explandion,
your opponet has every rightto call the
Director and complain tha you are
intentiondly tranamitting unauthorized
information to your partner. Andthais
bad. So, @on®Tell,Ounless asked.

Mon®d askQ When your opponat says
QAlert! it is for your benefit, not for his
patner@. While the partner is suppogd to
act deaf, heisn@ If you ask for an
explanaion, everyonehearsiit.

If you have nointention of entering the
bidding at this point, don®ask just to
satisfy your curiogty. Why enable the
opponets to reassure each other tha
nether has forgotten thar agreements?
When you hear the QAlert! Osay Orhank
YouO If you hear the beginningsof an
explanaion, say, O am notasking at this
point.O Later in the auction, you may ask
for an explanation of an earlier QAlert!O
Youmay also doso jus before making
yourfind pass727634. After theauction,
either defenda may ask for an explanaion
of all alerts. However, you may not ask
any questionsaboutthe explanaions since
tha might suggest an opening lead.

If youwant to get into theauction, and
there is any doubtaboutthe meaning of the
Alert, you may wish to ask for an
explanation of ther agreement. If you hear
something like, ONe haven®discussed it,
but| am guessingEO quickly (but
courteoudy) stop theanswer. It isnotyour
intent to facilitate their communication.

What is the difference between flighted,
handicapped and bracketed games?

Flighted: Everyoneplaystogeher, butis
scored in thar flight. Example: 199¢
game (0-99 and 100-199) or open game (0-
500,500-1000and 10004). The player
with the mogt masterpoints will determine
which flight the par will scorein. If you
place in ahighe flight, youwill earn the
masterpoints awarded in that flight

Handicappead: Everyoneplaystogehe and
Is scored together, buteach par is given a
handicap. The handicap is determined
usng the masterpoints of the highe of the
two players.

Bracketed: Bracketed gamesare usedin
knodkouts. Theteam@ total number of
points is used to determine which bracket it
fallsinto. Thelowest 16 teamswill bein
thelowest bracket, next 16 the next highest
and so on.

If you choos to play a complicated
convention-laden bidding system, you owe
it to yourself, your patner, the opponats,
and thegame in general to know wha you
are doing. There are few eventsin bridge
more frudrating Bto everyone, of course,
but mogly to your patne Bthan a
forgotten agreement or a flawed
explanation of an agreement. It smacks of
unethical behavior if, when asked abouta
bidding agreement by an opponet, your
only respongis O don®know.O

PRESIDENTOSNOTES:

Pease be aware of thefollowing
procedures. When a Game Director is
called to yourtable, they will carefully
listen, uninterrupted, to both sides of the
discussion, quok therule, asthey bdieve it
to be, and make thecall. Y ou may not
arguewith a director, butyou may ask that
acommittee be called and they will meet
followingthegame. Thisisyourrightand
you mud useit. Please continueyour play
with no further discussion. Remembering
these procedures and following them will
make for afriendly, quiet game.
